FOR THESE SYSTEMS, THIS NEW TOOL IS PROVIDING GREATER VISIBILITY INTO OVERDUE REPAIRS AND PARTS VISIBILITY.  THE TOOL IMPROVES FORECASTING ABILITIES FOR PROCUREMENT AND MAINTENANCE ACTIONS, BASED ON BUDGET-ORIENTED SENSITIVITY ANALYSIS. SLUPSKI’S INNOVATIVE LOGISTICS SOLUTIONS.
